GENERAL INFORMATION

Refundable Deposit

A Refundable Deposit and Confirmation Payment is required, usually fifteen months before the start of the child's entry to the school.  The amount of this deposit will be £250 for a new pupil entering the Pre-Prep and £500 for a pupil entering the Prep School.  If, a child is moving from the Pre-Prep to the Prep School then a balance deposit of £250 is payable to make up the total £500 deposit held. If neither parent /guardian is subject to the laws of the United Kingdom and Northern Ireland, the Refundable Deposit that is required is currently set at £6,000, and is approximately the equivalent of one term’s current boarding fee but is separate from the boarding fee. The Refundable Deposit will be retained by the school until refunded against the disbursements and extras in the child's final term.
Exeats

There are a generous number of Exeat weekends each term, when children in the Preparatory Department are away from Friday afternoon to Sunday evening.  In addition, there is a week’s half term in October, February and June.  

Boarders:  Children, who board in Year 6 and below, may go home every weekend on a Saturday after matches and return on a Sunday evening or Monday morning (by arrangement). The first weekend and last weekend of term are full boarding weekends and children must remain in school. Apart from these set times, children may go out with parents to family functions and social occasions, by agreement with the Headmaster.

Uniform

The uniform is kept as simple and practical as possible.  Simmonds are the school outfitters and there is a second hand cupboard at the School.  Uniform may be purchased on line at 
www.simmonds-ltd.com. The School has its own laundry.

Overseas Pupils

Flights at Gatwick and Heathrow Airport are met at the beginning of each term, and children can be seen off safely to their destinations at the end of term.  School uniform may be left at school during the holidays, when it is washed, cleaned and mended for a small extra charge.  Children can be fitted out with new clothing when necessary.  As all children leave the school during the exeat weekends and half-term holidays, parents living abroad should arrange for a nominated guardian to be responsible for their child during these times.  The School is happy to provide advice and information about how these arrangements can be made. Pupils from non EU countries require a CAS statement from the School to fulfil present Visa requirements.

New pupils

In the summer term before entry, new pupils into the Preparatory Department are invited with their families to attend a special day, at which they are introduced to their teachers, and given a full tour of the school.  Uniform is available so that parents can obtain items on this occasion. Children joining The Pre-Prep will be invited to visit us in the term prior to entry.

Applications for Entry

Applications for entry should be sent to the School Registrar on the enclosed form, together with the Registration Fee, The Headmaster and his wife will be delighted to meet prospective parents and show them round the school.  There is no entrance examination.  In the case of Prep school children, a report from the child’s last school is requested approximately 8 months prior to entry.

Sibling Discount

A remission of fees is available for families with two or more children at the School concurrently (excluding Nursery) of whom at least one must be in the main school. Further details are available from the Bursar.
Services Discount

A discount on fees is offered to Service families. Further details are available from the Bursar.
